The Rooks, a fellow community owned club, enter the weekend in second place in the 
Heartland Division table, fresh off a 2-2 draw against RKC Third Coast last time out. After 
starting 3-0-0, Edgewater are 1-1-1 in their last 3 fixtures, including a loss to Rochester FC.

ECFC, who won the United Women’s Soccer League (UWS) National Title a season ago, are 
led by returning captain Kily Egan and former Chicago City standout keeper Molly Vapensky.

SIOUX FALLS, SD. – On a windy Tuesday night, Minnesota Aurora FC picked up a 3-0 
win at Bob Young Field in a battle of the Heartland Division’s undefeated teams.

With the victory, Aurora remains atop the Heartland Division table, now 8 points clear 
of second place Edgewater Castle. The shutout also marks the seventh straight for 
Aurora in 2026, setting a new club record for consecutive shutouts. Aurora have only 
allowed three total goals over their last 990 minutes played away from home, 
including true road playoff fixtures.

In the 20th minute, Aurora pinged a ball into the Sioux Falls City defensive half, 
Johann came out to corral the ball in, but played it with her hands outside the penalty 
area, drawing a straight red and forcing Sioux Falls City to play down to 10 players for 
the final 80 minutes. 

In the opening minute of the second half, Aurora’s press forced Sioux Falls into a 
turnover in the defensive half. Led by Ai Kitagawa, the visitors then strung together a 
five pass sequence, ultimately rolling a ball through Sioux Falls’ backline and finding 
Dunaway, who chipped it past the outcoming Tania Hernandez for the opening goal. 
Two minutes later, in the 48th, Aurora would win a free kick from 20 yards out. Ai 
Kitagawa stepped up to take, firing a low cross past the Sioux Falls’ wall in front of 
her, connecting with Skye Leach on the far post to make it 2-nil Aurora.

Aurora would sustain their attacking pressure deep into the match. In the 82nd 
minute, Aurora found their final goal of the evening. As Aurora progressed through 
the central channel into the attacking half, Jeanette Fieldsend sent a ball into the path 
of Hadli Barrera, who ran past the final line of defense, slotting it past Hernandez and 
sealing the win for Aurora.

Thanks to their clean sheet victory against Sioux Falls City  
Tuesday night, Aurora earned its 10th clean sheet in the last 11 
matches, dating back to 2025.

The shutout also helped Aurora set a new club record for 
consecutive clean sheets kept (7).

Monsters of the Midwest
Through seven match days, Aurora finds itself near the top of the 
Central Conference in a number of categories: 1st in goals (22), 
1st in goals against (0) and 2nd in shots on target (61).

Aurora aren’t just lighting up the conference leaderboard, either. 
Entering the week, Aurora are just one of nine teams in the W 
League overall yet to concede a goal in 2026.

Not Like Us
With an unprecedented fourth-straight division crown in 2025, 
Aurora achieved a feat no other USL W League side have: win a 
division four consecutive seasons.

All Ai’s on Me
Since debuting for Aurora back in late May, Ai Kitagawa continues 
to turn heads in the W League, entering the week tied for the 
Golden Boot lead.

With a brace against Rally Madison, Kitagawa became the 4th 
player in club history with multiple multi-goal matches, joining 
Morgan Turner (2022), Maya Hansen (2022-2024) and Cat Rapp 
(2022-2025).

Brighter Together
Aurora’s high-octane attack is no stranger to multi-goal matches, 
having scored at least 2 goals in a match 47 times in club history. 

2026 has been no exception: Aurora have scored at least 2 goals 
in five of seven fixtures to start the year, having scored at least 6 
goals on two occasions.

Alone at the Top
With a win Tuesday, Aurora ran it’s all-time win total to 60, 
strengthening its grip on the league’s all-time record. 2024 
champions NC Courage U23 are the next closest, with 50 wins.

For Club and Country
Aurora’s success to open 2026 extends beyond the W League; it’s 
happening on the international level, too.

In May, Skye Leach was called up to the Philippines’ Women’s 
National Team for their May camp window. Meanwhile, Talia 
Coury was called to Mexico’s U23 Women’s National Team.

It marks the second time in Aurora history multiple players have 
been called into international duty within the same season

House Tour
Aurora enters the weekend outright winners of 14 of their last 15 
regular season home matches, since the start of 2023, taking 43 
of a possible 45 points in that stretch.

In 27 all-time home regular season fixtures, Aurora is 25-0-2, 
having scored at least 2 goals 24 times and keeping a clean sheet 
in 16 matches. Over the last 900 minutes played at TCO overall, 
Aurora have only allowed 2 total goals.

Minnesota Aurora was founded by a group of Twin Cities 
residents and announced in June 2021 as a founding member 
of the new USL W League, which serves as the country’s 
premier pre-professional league developing the next 
generation of women’s talent, both on and off the field. 

The USL W League is made up of the very best amateur and 
aspiring professional players in the country. Our team 
features top college players, as well as women playing 
professionally overseas who are looking for a way to grow 
their game.

The team’s initial community ownership campaign in 2021 
raised $1 million from 3080 community investors from 48 
states and several countries. Those investors chose the team 
name and crest, and they have two representatives on the 
team’s governing board.

In 2024, Aurora launched a second community ownership 
campaign, which raised an additional $850,000 from 2,257 
new owners.  The second campaign’s success officially made 
Aurora the largest community-owned women’s soccer club in 
the United States.

Since 2022, Aurora has set attendance records in the USLW 
averaging over 5300 fans per game at its home TCO Stadium 
at Viking Lakes. The team has never lost a regular season 
match and has won the Heartland Division in each of the last 
four seasons.

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Aurora FC: A Pathway to the Pros
Starting with the club’s first-ever player to turn pro – Morgan 
Turner – in 2022, Minnesota Aurora FC has become a consistent 
producer of professional soccer talent, both domestically and 
across the globe.

Since the club’s inaugural season, 23 Aurora FC alumnae have 
gone on to sign professional contracts, including a club-record 9 
players from the 2025 roster.

The Aurora badge has been represented by its former players in 
16 countries, including the United States, where five Aurora FC 
players have gone on to complete the USL’s professional pathway 
by signing contracts with USL Super League clubs. Of those five, 
four are currently active in the league, while three call themselves 
teammates once again (Charley Boone, Cat Rapp, Maya Hansen).

In 2024, Aurora had its first player selected in a professional draft, 
when the Portland Thorns of the National Women’s Soccer League 
(NWSL)  selected Kelsey Kaufusi 25th overall.

Two former Aurora players have gone on to join NWSL rosters 
since finishing their time in Eagan: Kaufusi and goalkeeper Nadia 
Cooper, who signed with the Houston Dash during the 2025 NWSL 
season.

Aurora FC has also been represented on the international stage, 
with Hannah Adler spending the last three seasons with the 
United States’ Beach National Team.

Aurora’s professional pathway extends beyond players. In 2025, 
Spokane Zephyr of the USL Super League named former Aurora FC 
manager Nicole Lukic as the club’s first-ever permanent manager.

The stadium, which is a part of the Vikings Lakes campus 
and adjacent to the Minnesota Vikings headquarters, 
provides Minnesota Aurora with a first-class facility for 
fans and players. The partnership includes full access to 
the locker rooms, press box, VIP areas, concessions and 
more than 2,500 parking spaces, plus Twin Cities 
Orthopedics medical facilities and Training Haus next 
door.

TCO Stadium seats approximately 5,500 with an ability 
to expand with temporary seating. On July 1 2023, 
Aurora set a stadium attendance record of 6,987 fans.
