RACINE, Wis. - Minnesota Aurora FC wrapped up its 2026 USL W League
regular-season campaign with a 3-0 road victory over RKC Third Coast on
Sunday evening, extending its winning streak to 12 matches and finishing
with a perfect 12-0-0 record. It marks the second time in club history
Aurora has completed an unbeaten regular season with a perfect record,
having also accomplished that feat in 2023.

Aurora took a 1-0 lead into the halftime break courtesy of Thalia Morisi's
third goal on the year as she converted the rebound after her initial shot
was saved off a corner kick.

Minnesota added two more goals to bolster its lead in the second half.
First, Jelena Zbiljic converted from the penalty spot in the 52nd minute
for her first goal of the season. Then in the 81st minute, Jeanette
Fieldsend notched her third goal of the campaign to give Aurora the 3-0
advantage. With her goal, Zbiljic became the 14th different player to
score this season for the club.

Taylor Fox and Isaac Ranson split time in goal to help Aurora secure their
11th shutout. Minnesota outscored its opponents 37-1 during the
regular season, allowing just one goal to set a club record for fewest
goals conceded in a single season. Aurora also finished tied with Real
Colorado for the fewest goals conceded in the USL W League.

With a brace against Rally Madison, Kitagawa became the 4th
player in club history with multiple multi-goal matches, joining
Morgan Turner (2022), Maya Hansen (2022-2024) and Cat Rapp
(2022-2025). Her three multi-goal matches are the most by a
player in a single season in Aurora history.

Aurora’s high-octane attack is no stranger to multi-goal matches,
having scored at least 2 goals in a match 51 times in club history.

2026 has been no exception: Aurora have scored at least 2 goals
in nine of 12 matches this year, having scored at least 5 goals on
three occasions.

Playoff Mainstays

By clinching the 2026 Heartland Division title, and with it, a
playoff berth, Aurora FC achieved a feat no other W League club
has: five straight playoff appearances.

Re-Writing the Record Book

Aurora FC once again made history in 2026, rolling into the
postseason on the heels of the club’s second-ever perfect season
and the first since 2023.

In addition to a perfect record, Aurora conceded the fewest goals
in a single season in club history (1), while recording the most
clean sheets in a campaign (11). Aurora went 837-consecutive
minutes without allowing a goal in 2026, also a club record.

With an appearance Friday, Jelena Zbiljic will pass Cat Rapp for
most career appearances in club history.

Familiar Territory
The defending Central Conference champions, Aurora returns to
the scene of their title win a season ago: Pittsburgh.

Last year, Aurora ran through the Central Conference Playoffs,
outscoring Kings Hammer FC and Pittsburgh Riveters, 3-0, across
both fixtures while only allowing 7 total shots on target
combined.

Minnesota Aurora was founded by a group of Twin Cities
residents and announced in June 2021 as a founding member
of the new USL W League, which serves as the country's
premier pre-professional league developing the next
generation of women's talent, both on and off the field.

The USL W League is made up of the very best amateur and
aspiring professional players in the country. Our team
features top college players, as well as women playing
professionally overseas who are looking for a way to grow
their game.

The team's initial community ownership campaign in 2021
raised $1 million from 3080 community investors from 48
states and several countries. Those investors chose the team
name and crest, and they have two representatives on the
team’s governing board.

In 2024, Aurora launched a second community ownership
campaign, which raised an additional $850,000 from 2,257
new owners. The second campaign’s success officially made
Aurora the largest community-owned women's soccer club in
the United States.

Since 2022, Aurora has set attendance records in the USLW
averaging over 5300 fans per game at its home TCO Stadium
at Viking Lakes. The team has never lost a regular season
match and has won the Heartland Division in each of the last
four seasons.

Starting with the club’s first-ever player to turn pro — Morgan
Turner — in 2022, Minnesota Aurora FC has become a consistent
producer of professional soccer talent, both domestically and
across the globe.

Since the club’s inaugural season, 24 Aurora FC alumnae have
gone on to sign professional contracts, including a club-record 9
players from the 2025 roster.

The Aurora badge has been represented by its former players in
16 countries, including the United States, where five Aurora FC
players have gone on to complete the USL's professional pathway
by signing contracts with USL Super League clubs. Of those five,
four are currently active in the league, while three call themselves
teammates once again (Charley Boone, Cat Rapp, Maya Hansen).

In 2024, Aurora had its first player selected in a professional draft,
when the Portland Thorns of the National Women's Soccer League
(NWSL) selected Kelsey Kaufusi 25th overall.
